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Parts of a Microscope



Total Magnification = Eyepiece Magnification x Objective Lens

*** Eyepiece Magnification is usually 10
Objective Lenses

4X – Scanning

10X – Low Power

40X – High Power

100X – Oil Submersion (DON’T USE)

Procedure:

1. Make sure stage is completely down.

2. Place glass slide in the clips on stage.

3. Start with the 4X objective lens.
4. Adjust the course focus to find your object (you may need to adjust your stage also).

5. Do NOT touch the course focus again for the rest of the procedure.

6. Change the objective lens to 10X and use the fine focus to obtain a clear image.
